Main Logo

Single Colour version

The Stirling Highland Games (SHG) is a cherished 
annual cultural sporting extravaganza nestled in the 
heart of central Scotland with its roots dating back 
to 1818. 

The design of the logo and brand reflects that 
heritage, from the classic ‘targe’ (a round shield 
worn by highlanders) style of the logo mark to the 
vintage style font. 

The main logo (opposite) should be the default 
choice when using the logo. If it is not suitable for 
whatever reason please see pages 4 and 5 in this 
guide for alternatives and how to use them.

LOGO - USAGE

Minimum Recommended Space 

Do’s and Don’ts

When using the logo on your artwork you must 
abide by these rules. 

The chevron from the logo-mark should be used as 
the measure for the minimum amount of space that 
the logo needs to be from any other graphic  
element or from the page or media edge. 

ALWAYS be conscious of the contrast when 
overlaying the logo on a colour or image. 

NEVER stretch or distort the 
width/height of the logo.

NEVER apply your own 
colours to the logo

ALWAYS use a vector or high 
resolution logo file format.  
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COLOURS

The purple and lilac colours have been chosen as 
they have a classic, regal feel and also found in 
much Scottish symbolism such as the thistle 
(Scotland national flower) and in Scottish heather 
found throughout our glens and hills. 

The purple should be used for main body text and 
headings on light backgrounds. The 10% lilac can 
be used in substitution for white text where 
appropriate. Please see page 11 for examples of 
the colours used on a variety of art designs.

The SHG corporate typefaces are Baskerville and 
Roboto. Baskerville is a typeface that dates to the 
mid 1700s and would have been in use at the time 
of the first Stirling Highland Games in 1818. Roboto 
is a modern, neo-grotesque sans-serif typeface that 
enables the brand to also have a contemporary feel. 

Every effort should be made to use the SHG 
corporate fonts across all published, promotional 
marketing materials associated with SHG. 

All the fonts are available from Adobe Fonts or in 
the SHG resource pack (link to pack on page 12). 

In situations where only a basic font set is available, 
Baskerville can be substituted for Times (or Times 
New Roman) Regular, and Roboto can be 
substituted for Arial Regular and Bold.
